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A Gold Star Family is the immediate family members of a fallen service member who died while serving in a time of conflict. 
The purpose of the Gold Star Monument is to honor Gold Star Families, preserve the memory of the fallen, and stand as a 
stark reminder that Freedom is not free. This stunning black granite monument features two sides.

In order to honor and provide a positive, meaningful, and peaceful environment to recognize the value of a loved one’s life 
an ambulatory walkway around the Gold Star Monument for reflection is developed. A berm separates the memorial from 
the chaos of the world, while the utilization of color therapy through plant selection creates a serene atmosphere for visitors. 
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The Gold Star Memorial is a Nolanville landmark outside of Nolanville City Hall designated to honor Gold Star 
Families. This landmark recognizes those who have made the ultimate sacrifice in the defense of the United States. 
The memorial proudly displays five, black granite pillars in a soft entry fountain which represents all five branches of 
the United States Military. Proceeding to the Gold Star Monument itself is a precession of both Maple and Pitsche 
trees, in which each tree is dedicated to a specific service member of the local or state community who has 
lost their life in conflict. As the seasons change, the tree color change will boldly display yellow, orange, and red 
foliage to represent courage, hope, and love.
